The Charles Darwin Walk follows the beautiful Jamison Creek south,
arriving at the top of Wentworth Falls. Walkers can enjoy the beauty
of the creek as it cascades down the frequent small waterfalls. The
top of Wentworth Falls is a fantastic spot to rest, taking in wonderful
views of the Jamison Valley and water tumbling over the cliffs. Well-
managed and signposted, this track has bridges and boardwalk to
help keep walkers' feet dry. It is a great walk for those visiting
Wentworth Falls by public transport. Let us begin by acknowledging
the Dharug & Gundungurra people, Traditional Custodians of the land
on which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past
and present.

Weeping Rock is a waterfall on Jamison Creek,Weeping Rock is a waterfall on Jamison Creek,
upstream of Wentworth Falls in the Blueupstream of Wentworth Falls in the Blue
Mountains National Park. The water falls overMountains National Park. The water falls over
the wide circular top overhang, to then cascadethe wide circular top overhang, to then cascade
down the rocks to a pool below. A staircasedown the rocks to a pool below. A staircase
beside the falls helps walkers view this waterfallbeside the falls helps walkers view this waterfall
from different angles. This is a nice cool spot onfrom different angles. This is a nice cool spot on
hot days. The rocks are slippery and there arehot days. The rocks are slippery and there are
no fences, care is needed.no fences, care is needed.

Fletchers Lookout is a fenced and signpostedFletchers Lookout is a fenced and signposted
lookout off the side of the Undercliff Walk, justlookout off the side of the Undercliff Walk, just
north of the Wentworth Falls. The lookoutnorth of the Wentworth Falls. The lookout
provides a fairly close view of the top ofprovides a fairly close view of the top of
Wentworth Falls and a great view into theWentworth Falls and a great view into the
Jamison Valley. There is a good distant view ofJamison Valley. There is a good distant view of
Mount Solitary and Narrow Neck, and also greatMount Solitary and Narrow Neck, and also great
views of the surrounding escarpments.views of the surrounding escarpments.

"Queen's Cascades"."Queen's Cascades".

Queen's Cascades are a lovely set of falls on theQueen's Cascades are a lovely set of falls on the
Jamison Creek at the top of Wentworth Falls.Jamison Creek at the top of Wentworth Falls.
The creek heads down the wide, two-stageThe creek heads down the wide, two-stage
cascades into a sandy pool. From the pool, thecascades into a sandy pool. From the pool, the
water flows between the stepping stones, underwater flows between the stepping stones, under
the fence and down the very tall Wentworththe fence and down the very tall Wentworth
Falls. There are also great views to SublimeFalls. There are also great views to Sublime
Point across the valley.Point across the valley.

About 30 m past the end is "Grand Stairway".About 30 m past the end is "Grand Stairway".

The Grand Stairway is a very memorable sectionThe Grand Stairway is a very memorable section
of the National Pass in the Blue Mountainsof the National Pass in the Blue Mountains
National Park. The stairway is reported to beNational Park. The stairway is reported to be
'the tallest outdoor staircase in Australia' and'the tallest outdoor staircase in Australia' and
was built in the early 1900's by hand (andwas built in the early 1900's by hand (and
dynamite). This stairway, and the rest of thedynamite). This stairway, and the rest of the
National Pass, was built by a team nicknamedNational Pass, was built by a team nicknamed
'the Irish Brigade' for the cost of Ã‚Â£430 .'the Irish Brigade' for the cost of Ã‚Â£430 .
Today, the Grand Stairway is well-maintainedToday, the Grand Stairway is well-maintained
and provides walkers access to the valley belowand provides walkers access to the valley below
Wentworth Falls.Wentworth Falls.
