Easy track

Starting from the car park at the end of Bunya Avenue, this walk takes you to the Tim Shea Falls
via a singular track, going through a colossal strangler fig along the way. Be prepared to be
dazzled by the size and beauty of the fig as you go through it. Surrounded by the dense
vegetation and pine trees, the waterfall sits nicely along the same-titled creek. The area is home
to colourful bird species such as Pittas and the slick Satin Bowerbird. The waterfall is best viewed
after some decent rainfall(preferably from January to March), but this leads to an increased
number of leeches. Remember to bring a raincoat regardless of the forecast as the weather can
flip quite quickly. Let us begin by acknowledging the Traditional Custodians of the land on which
we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From New England Highway, A3, ACW

Turn on to Kingaroy Cooyar Road then drive for 10.8 km
Turn left onto Maidenwell - Bunya Mountains Road and drive for another 25.5 km
Turn right onto Bunya Mountains Road and drive for another 2.7 km
Turn right onto Bunya Avenue and drive for another 850 m

Before you start any journey ensure you;
• Tell someone you trust where you are going and what to do if you are late returning
• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
• Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point
• Are healthy and fit enough for this journey
If not, change plans and stay safe. It is okay to delay and ask people for help.
